τ Mandatory energy efficiency information labels (similar to US 
Department of Energy and EU energy labels) for refrigerators,  room and 
central air conditioners, clothes washers, CFLs, high pressure sodium 
lamps, small and medium tri-phase motors, chillers, and gas water 
heaters
